During the previous week, rainfall of light to moderate intensity has been recorded at isolated
places across Balochistan province, whereas light intensity rainfall was recorded at some places
in Sindh. Light rainfall was also observed in some drought affected districts i.e. Kech, Mastung,

Chagai, Pishin and Badin. The current rainfall will not provide significant relief to the drought
affected districts.

During the coming week, meteorological conditions show that light rainfall is expected at
isolated places in both Balochistan and Sindh.
