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During last week, rain was reported on a few stations in Balochistan. Current drought condition is
illustrated in the maps below. Overall, the weather was mildly dry in Pakistan during the previous
week. Currently, drier weather with mild intensity is prevailing across the country.
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Duration of Forecast: 15" to 215t January, 2024

e Light rain (with light snowfall over the mountains) is expected in Chitral and Gilgit-Baltistan
on 16th and 17th January.

e On 18" January mainly cold and dry weather is expected in plain areas of the country, while
very cold in upper parts and northern Balochistan. Fog/smog is likely to persist in upper Sindh
and plain areas of Punjab and Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa during morning and night. Frost is also
likely at isolated places in Kashmir and Potohar region.

e From 19™to 20" January mainly cold and dry weather is expected in plain areas of the country,
while very cold in upper parts and northern Balochistan. Fog/smog is likely to persist in upper
Sindh and plain areas of Punjab and Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa during morning and night. Frost is
also likely at isolated places in Kashmir and Potohar region.

e On 21% January mostly cold and dry weather is expected in plain areas of the country, while
very cold in upper parts and northern Balochistan. Fog/smog is likely to persist in upper Sindh
and plain areas of Punjab and Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa during morning and night.
