Weekly Drought Update

During the week (8t to 14™" April, 2024), rainfall was recorded on few stations across the country. The
spatial distribution of rainfall is shown in Figure 5. The Figure 6 shows the departure of the rainfall
from the normal (1991-2020), the north eastern parts of the country including Kashmir and Gilgit
Baltistan province are showing significantly below normal rainfall. Existing mild drought-like conditions
in the Sindh and Balochistan province are expected to continue. Details are mentioned in Monthly

drought bulletin for March, 2024.

During the week (8™ to 14™ April), the spatial distribution of Mean temperature is shown in Figure 7.
Mean temperatures remained normal to above normal in most parts of the country. Some areas like
Hyderabad, Karachi and Rohri in Sindh and Bahawalnagar, Sargodha, Bahawalpur and Faisalabad in
Punjab and adjacent areas of western Punjab and Dalbandin, Nokkundi and Coastal Areas of

Balochistan observed below normal temperatures.

During the week (8" to 14™ April) the spatial distribution of Normal rainfall is shown in Figure 9.
Normal rainfall is 0 to 10 millimeter in most parts of the country while in northern part, like KP,
Kashmir and Potohar Region rainfall is 10 to 40 millimeter. While normal temperature during the
period is shown in the Figure 10, the temperature ranges from 11 to 27 degree Celsius temperature.

Duration of Forecast: 16" to 22" April, 2024

Balochistan: Rain-wind/thunderstorm (few heavy, with isolated very heavy falls) is expected in Gwadar,
Kech, Awaran, Chagi, Kharan, Awaran, Lasbella, Khuzdar, Kalat, Noushki, Mastung, Jhal Magsi, Naseerabad,
Sibbi, Kohlu, Dera Bugti, Barkhan, Loralai, Harnai, Qilla Saifullah, Mastung, Ziarat, Shirani, Zhob, Musa Khel
and Barkhan from 16th to 19th April.

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa:Rain-windstorm/thunderstorm (few heavy, with isolated very heavy falls) with
snowfall over high mountains is expected in Chitral, Dir, Swat, Abbottabad, Mansehra, Haripur, Kohistan,
Shangla, Buner and Malakand, Waziristan, Kohat, Lakki Marwat, Bannu, Dera Ismail Khan, Bajaur,
Mohmand, Karak, Khyber, Peshawar, Charsadda, Nowshera, Swabi, Mardan and Kurram with occasional
gaps from 17th to 21st April. Hailstorm is also expected at isolated places during the forecast period
Gilgit-Baltistan/Kashmir: Rain-wind/thunderstorm (few heavy falls) with snowfall over high mountains is
expected in Gilgit-Baltistan (Diamir, Astore, Ghizer, Skardu, Hunza, Gilgit, Ghanche, Shigar), Kashmir
(Neelum valley, Muzaffarabad, Rawalakot, Poonch, Hattian, Bagh, Haveli, Sudhanoti, Kotli, Bhimber,
Mirpur) with occasional gaps from 18th to 22nd April.

Punjab/Islamabad: Rain-wind/thunderstorm (with few heavy falls/hailstorm) is expected in Murree,
Galliyat, Islamabad/Rawalpindi, Attock, Chakwal, Jhelum, Mandi Bahauddin, Gujrat, Gujranwala, Hafizabad,
Sialkot, Narowal, Lahore, Kasur, Okara, Faisalabad, Toba Tek Singh, Jhang, Khushab, Sargodha, Mianwali,
Pakpattan and Sahiwal from 18th to 21st April. While, in Dera Ghazi Khan, Rajanpur, Bhakkar, Layyah,
Multan, Kot Addu, Muzaffargarh, Rahim Yar Khan, Sadigabad, Khanpur, Bahawalpur and Bahawalnagar
with occasional gaps from 18th to 20th April.

Sindh: Rain-wind/thunderstorm is expected in Karachi, Hyderabad, Sukkur, Jacobabad, Kashmore, Larkana,
Dadu, Qambar Shahdad Kot, Jamshoro and Sanghar from 17th to 19th April.

Note: According to this forecast some relief may be expected in the current mild drought affected areas of
South Punjab, Sindh and Balochistan.
