During the week (1 to 7th May, 2024), light to moderate rainfall is recorded across the country. The spatial
distribution of rainfall is shown in Figure 5. The Figure 6 shows the departure of the rainfall from the normal,
the northern parts of Pakistan including Gilgit Baltistan, Kashmir, KP and Pothohar are showing below
normal rainfall. However, coastal areas of Sindh and Baluchistan are showing well above normal rainfall.
Details are available in the monthly drought bulletin of April 2024.

During the week (1 to 7th May , 2024), the spatial distribution of Mean temperature is shown in figure
7. Mean temperatures remain normal to near normal in most parts of the country except a few stations
such as Karachi, Hyderabad, Peshawar and Barkhan where above normal temperatures are recorded.

Temperature departure is shown in figure 8.

During the week (1° to 7*" May, 2024) the spatial distribution of Normal rainfall is shown in Figure 9.
Normal rainfall is 0 to 10 millimeter in most parts of the country while in Potohar region, Kashmir, Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa and Gilgit Baltistan rainfall is 10 to 30 milli meter. While normal temperature during the
period is shown in the Figure 10, the temperature ranges from 8 to 32-degree Celsius temperature.

e 9 May, 2024, Mainly hot and dry weather is expected in most parts of the country while, very hot in south

and central parts.
e 10 May, 2024, Mainly hot and dry weather is expected in most parts of the country, while dust raising

winds are likely in southern parts. However, rain-thunderstorm/windstorm is expected at isolated places

in north Balochistan, Potohar region, Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa, Gilgit-Baltistan and Kashmir during
evening/night.

e 11 May, 2024, Rain-thunderstorm/windstorm is expected at isolated places in Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa,
Punjab, north Baluchistan, upper Sindh, Gilgit-Baltistan, Kashmir and Islamabad.

e 12 May, 2024, Rain-wind/thunderstorm is expected at isolated places in Khyber-Pakhtunkhwa, Gilgit-
Baltistan, Kashmir, Pothohar region and northeastern Punjab. Hot and dry weather is expected in other
parts of the country..

e 13 May, 2024, Mainly hot and dry weather is expected in most parts of the country. However, rain-
wind/thunderstorm is expected at isolated places in Gilgit-Baltistan, Kashmir, Swat, Kohistan, Manshera
and Abbottabad.

e 14 May, Mainly hot and dry weather is expected in most parts of the country. while, very hot in southern

parts.
Note: According to this forecast some relief may be expected in the previous mild drought affected areas
of South Punjab, Sindh and Balochistan.
